
SAME-SEX  
MARRIAGES  

 

Last month the California 

Supreme Court voted 5-4 

to legalize same-sex mar-

riages thus making Massa-

chusetts and California the 

only states to issue mar-

riage licenses to same-sex 

couples. Massachusetts 

started same-sex mar-

riages in 2004. 

 

States that recognize civil 

unions with most state-

level spousal rights to 

same-sex couples are Con-

necticut, Vermont, New 

Jersey and New Hamp-

shire. Rhode Island is the 

only state that recognizes 

same-sex marriages from 

other states. 

 

Twenty-six states have 

made a Constitutional ban 

on same-sex marriages and 

throughout the United 

States 55% of the popula-

tion disapprove of these 

marriages and 36% ap-

prove them. 

 

It really doesnôt matter 

what we or any State 

thinks about same-sex 

marriages, what does mat-

ter is what God thinks 

about them for it is God 

who created marriage and 

it is God who has given us 

the regulations for mar-

riage. God created Adam 

and later created his wife, 

Eve.

God also gave us laws and 

rules concerning same-sex 

marriages: 

 

 Leviticus 18:22 ñóDo 

not lie with a man as 

one lies with a woman; 

that is detestable.ôò 

 Leviticus 20:13 ñóIf a 

man lies with a man as 

one lies with a 

woman, both of them 

have done what is 

detestable. They must 

be put to death; their 

blood will be on their 

own heads.ôò (NIV) 

 

The words ñhomosexualò 

or ñgayò are not biblical 

terms and therefore are 

void of any moral conno-

tations. The Bible uses at 

least 15 terms which 

identify, describe, and 

condemn the sin of Sod-

omy. (see Judges 19, 

Genesis 19, Ezekiel 

16:49-50) Sodomite is 

the biblical term for a 

ñdevoted oneòða male 

prostitute devoted to the 

worship of some pagan 

fertility god.

2. Abomination ï Leviti-

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vain; their hearts were foolish and 

darkened; their wisdom was fool-

ish; and they worshiped corruptible 

creatures and not the incorruptible 

God. 

 

3.  Therefore, God gave them over 

to: (Romans 1:24-32) 
Uncleanness ï Following 
the lusts of their own 
hearts, they dishonored 
their own bodies; changed 
Godôs truth into a lie; and 
worshiped/served creatures 
and creation. 

 
Vile affections ï Men and 
Women changed the natural 
use of their bodies into un-
natural uses. 

 
A reprobate mind ï They 
did things that were not 
convenient. They were 
filled with all sins of un-
righteousness. (Notice 22 
different sins are listed.) 
They know their sin of Sod-
omy leads to death, yet they 
not only still do them, they 
encourage and even have 
pleasure is getting others to 
join with them in that sin. 

 

CONCLUSION:  

 

Sodomy is a sin curable only by the 

Lord Jesus Christ. As Christians, 

we need to show Sodomites the 

power of Christôs forgiveness. 
 

Several large religious denomina-

tions have been struggling with the 

ordination of Sodomites as minis-

ters. They should not be ordained 

for that life-style is not condoned 

by God. Furthermore, how can one 

lead others to God when the sin of 

Sodomy is the direct result of turn-

ing away from God?

A Sodomite is not a class of people, 
but a type of sin. They must first re-
ject the moral laws of God (Romans 
2:15), then become involved in sen-
suality (Romans 1:24). This sin of 
uncontrolled lust then leads to the 
prison of perverted affections (2 
Timothy 2:22). Disinterest in the 
opposite sex can be proper, but burn-
ing with lust for the same sex is 
never right. 

 

The good news is that the sin of Sod-

omy is curable. (see 1 Corinthians 

6:11; 10:13; Colossians 3:5-7; Ro-

mans 6:14; Jeremiah 32:27) 

 

Sodomy is a condition of personal 

sin and never the result of being born 

that way. (Romans 1:19-32) Notice 

carefully the following steps: 

 

1. God has revealed Himself to us ï 

internally via conscience, externally 

via creation. (Romans 1:19-20) 

 

2. Though God was known, some 

men and women did not glorify Him 

as God, nor were they thankful for 

what God did for them. (Romans 

1:21-23). Their imaginations were 
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We need to show love and ex-

press the Word of God to all sin-

ners ï including those who sin in 

this manner. God can forgive and 

cleanse our sins. God can make us 

new creations by His new birth 

and our lustful living can be 

changed to Christ-love living. 

 

We need to pray for our Nation 

and for these States that are legal-

izing sin. Satan is working so all 

of the USA, including the State of 

Maryland, will go against Godôs 

revealed will.

No one likes pain; however pain 

is the best way to bring attention 

to the object of concern. Have 

you ever had a paper cut? That 

cut hurts and burns as if you were 

stung by a genetically produced 

bumble bee. The pain makes you 

aware that something has hap-

pened which needs great atten-

tion. Some things happen and we 

donôt even know that they have 

happened until we feel the pain.  

 

The body of Christ is not an or-

ganization, it is an organism. This 

organism is alive with Jesus as its 

head. The Lord does the same 
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thing with the spiritual body 

(church) as He does with the physi-

cal body. Thatôs right, He places 

pain where the main issue of con-

cern gets attention. 

 

Smyrna, a port on the west coast of 

Asia Minor, was the name of a se-

verely persecuted church. Symrna 

was famous for science, medicine, 

and its buildings. It was also 

known for its emperor worship. As 

a matter of fact, the beloved disci-

ple of John, Polycarp, was burned 

alive in this city that worshiped 

Rome. (Edward M. Blaiklock, 

Symrna The International Diction-

ary of the Bible, p. 950). 

 

Jesus sent words of comfort and 

encouragement to this suffering 

church. In the letters addressed to 

the churches there were only two 

churches that Jesus did not rebuke. 

Smyrna was not rebuked by Jesus 

because she was enduring suffer-

ing. 

 

Jesus appealed to His own suffer-

ing in the introduction to this pow-

erful church. He reminds the pa-

rishioner of His death and subse-

quent resurrection. Jesus reminds 

them that the suffering may endure 

for a short time but there is joy and 

reward to follow.  

 

Jesus saw the struggling impover-

ished believers as rich. This under-

standing was counter culture and 

still is today. Most people think 

that the favor of God is evidenced 

by prosperity and wealth. Yet, the 

resurrected Jesus again turned the 

worldôs perspective upside down. 

ñYet you are rich.ò
